Objectives

1. To provide a forum for sharing breakthroughs and achievements in

agricultural research products and services.

2. To share innovative approaches and strategies for technology trans-
fer for enhancing agribusiness and livelihoods.

3. To enhance partnerships and strengthen linkages among stakehold-

ers.

4. To exhibit technologies, products and services of KALRO, her
partners and stakeholders.

Papers

Those planning to present papers should submit full papers by 15
February 2019. The papers will be subjected to pre-screening and
peer review. Final versions of accepted papers should be submitted by
31t March 2019 and they should include:

1. Title and name(s), institutional affiliation(s) and complete mailing
address(es) including e-mail of the author(s) with an indication of
which author is responsible for correspondence.

2. Abstract, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion,
Conclusion, Recommendations, Acknowledgement and References.

Publication of Papers

Papers presented at the conference will be published in a volume
tentatively titled “Proceedings of the | KALRO Scientific Confer-
ence” and select papers published in a special issue of East African
Journal of Science, Technology and Innovation (EAJSTI).

Areas of Focus

The Conference will cover scientific research findings relevant to

the following thematic areas:
¢ Innovative technologies in food, horticultural and industrial crops

¢ Innovative technologies in livestock genetic improvement, disease

control, feeds and feeding, emerging livestock.

* Pre-and-postharvest and value addition technologies for

improved local and global competitiveness.

e Climate Smart Agriculture technologies, innovations and manage-

ment practices in Land and Water management.
* Mechanization along agricultural value chains.

e Improved agricultural service delivery using ICTs, innovation

platforms, extension channels.

e Innovations to increase opportunities for women and youth

integration in agriculture.

¢ Socio economics, policy, marketing and impact of agricultural

technologies.

e Private sector and county government involvement in technology

uptake.

Authors are required to ensure that their presentations conform
to a particular theme. Individual papers should therefore be specific
to the areas of focus outlined above. Authors are asked to specify

these areas of focus on their paper covers.
Manuscript Requirements

Manuscripts which should be no more than 3000 words must be
written in British English, typed on A4 size paper double spaced in
Times New Roman font size |2. Pages should be numbered consec-
utively. Numbers |-10 should be written in words in the text while
|| to infinity should be written out in numeral form.Where the
numbers are at the beginning of a sentence they should be written
in words. Soft copies of all manuscripts in MS Word for Windows
2003, 2007 to 2015 should be submitted through the conference

e-mail address (at the end of this brochure).
Cover,Title and Author

The cover page should include title of paper, the names and
complete mailing addresses of authors with an indication of which
author is responsible for correspondence. Include telephone, and
e-mail contacts for ease of communication. The name of the author

to present the paper should be underlined. The title of the paper

should represent the content of the article and briefly identify the
subject, indicate the purpose of the study and give important, high

impact words early.
Scientific and Common Names

Scientific names must be given for each organism, followed by the
authority, the first time the name is used. Names of the species and
genera must be italicised. For other taxa, the first letter is capital-
ized but the names are not italicized. After the first mention, the
generic name may be abbreviated provided it does not appear at
the beginning of a sentence. The use of pesticide names should
follow standard convention and the correct chemical name given
the first time the pesticide is mentioned. Measurements should be
in S.I. units. Equations should be done using Microsoft Equation

Editor 3.1 or lower version.
Illustrations

The illustrations should fit on one page and be clearly labelled.
Figure captions must be placed below it while all tables must have
table headings.The tables should be done using the Microsoft Word
table function. Both figures and tables must be placed where they
are first referred in the text. No provisions shall be made for

altering illustrations after submission.
References

References in the text should be by author and year. Authors with
more than one publication per year should have a letter following
their names from the second publication. If more than two authors
are listed, the name of the first author should be given followed by
“et al”Names of journals should be in italics and spelled out in their
entirety followed by the Volume Number (and Issue Number where
available). Page numbers should be inclusive and follow a colon after
the Volume Number. References to books should have the book
title, the name of the publisher, the city of publication and the total
number of pages. Page numbers should be indicated only if the
reference is to a section of the book. Literature accessed online
should be cited with the URL, date of access and/or its digital object
identifier (DOI). Examples of references for a journal, book and

website are given below:
